About Denmead 
Denmead is a large village nestling in the lee of Portsdown Hill five miles 
north of the City of Portsmouth and 2.5 miles east of Waterlooville. It is 
surrounded by the spectacular rolling fields and wooded areas of the very 
best the splendid County of Hampshire can offer. The Village centre, which 
is only 300 metres from the Scout HQ, has a variety of shops including a 
Co-op General store (open till late) paper shop, bakery, Chinese take-away, 
Chemist and the best fish and chip shop in the area. Opposite the shops is a 
magnificent Church and 200 metes more down the road is the health centre. 
Half a mile away is the village’s main King George 5th Playing field with 
wide open space on lush grass, a children’s play area and a state-of –the art 
skateboard park. 
 
A mile from the HQ is Creech Woods. The 15+ acres of wood is ideal for 
countryside walks and wide games. For those wishing to enjoy the open 
country-side, the area directly north of the HQ has some stunning walks 
through the best country side Hampshire has to offer.  
 
 
The HQ and its facilities 
The HQ is a very large wooden building with main hall approximately 15 
metres long by 10 metres wide.  There are two toilet/wash rooms for use by 
the boys or girls, a disabled toilet and another separate toilet all with hand 
basins and hot water. One of the boys (or girls) washrooms includes a 
shower. 
The kitchen is fully fitted with two ovens, two four-ring hot plates, micro-
wave, stainless steel sink, garbage disposal unit, dishwasher, large tea/water 
urn, fridge, freezer pots, pans, cutlery, plates, cups, dishes, cooking utensils  
and so on. 
Available for use are ten go-pak tables, 6 other long tables, 80 chairs, 
smaller (craft) tables. The building is centrally heated and fitted with smoke 
detectors and fire extinguishers. There is another room five metres by four 
metres that can be used by the hirers as separate sleeping quarters. 
Along side the building is another 4 acre KGV field. Use of that field is 
booked via the local Parish Council, so, if you wish to camp on the field 
this will be a charge over and above our scout group’s charge. We will 
negotiate the rate on your behalf to get you the best deal.  
 
At Waterlooville there is a large ASDA supermarket, swimming pool and a 
shopping centre where you every need can be accommodated.
